If you arrive by plane to Bordeaux airport:

Option 1. Jet'Bus: the Bordeaux Airport shuttle service.

The bus departs from Terminal B, Arrivals level every 45 minutes. The travel time by
Jet’Bus to the city lasts 30-45 minutes. You can buy the ticket on the bus, and “return”
ticket costs 12 EUR. If you are younger than 26, you get a discount of 2 EUR.

Get off at Place Gambetta (the second Jet’bus stop after the airport) and Follow Rue du
Docteur Charles Nancel Penard till Cours d’Albret, then go straight and turn right at Cours
Maréchal Juin. It takes appr. 8 minutes by foot.

Option 2. TBC (Urban Public Transport): bus and tram combination

Take bus Nr. 1 direction “Quinconces” to “Lycées de Mérignac”. From there take tram A,
direction “Floirac Dravemont”. Get off at “Palais de Justice”. Walk along the road “Cours
Marechal Juin” until you see Etap Hotel (right next to Ibis hotel, which you will see from the
tram station).

If you arrive by train to St. Jean Railway Station

Take tram C direction Les Aubiers. Get off at "Porte de Bourgogne" and change to tram A
(direction Mérignac Centre). Get off at Palais de Justice. Walk along the road “Cours Mare-
chal Juin” until you see Etap Hotel (next to Ibis hotel, which you will see from the tram sta-
tion). Tram tickets are bought in machines that are available at every station.

You will get the city plans and a little welcome pack at the hotel upon your arrival.

The conference takes place at the University of Bordeaux 2 at Place
de Victoire.

How to get to the University:
1) Public transport
from the station Palais de Justice take bus 5 (direction Villenave Piscine
Chambéry) or 15 (direction Villenave Bourg/Villenave Pont de la Maye)
or 16 (direction Gare Saint-Jean) and get off at Victoire. The bus tickets can be bought from the
driver. It takes about 10-12 minutes by bus.
2) Walk to the university
Go down Rue de Belfort, turn left to Cours de la Libération, which becomes Cours Aristide Briand
and leads directly to Place Victoire. It takes 15-20 minutes by foot.
